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Archives: Preserving Group History

We all know that things change over time. When a change is sudden, like a sweeping pandemic, it
usually sticks in our minds. Other changes happen subtly. You may remember your first drink and your
last one. Do you remember the first drink you had in the morning or when you began drinking alone?
Most of us have difficulty remembering moments that happen in the in-betweens. This is where SA
Archives steps in, documenting and preserving current events and making them available to future
members of our fellowship. One way we do this is by recording histories at the group level.

Archives can serve as a reminder of these moments when all the people who remember
are gone. If something were to happen to AA in San Antonio, the Archives would be available to help
others put together the pieces so AA can continue to help the alcoholic who still suffers and provide
hope to all those who turn toward AA long after we are gone.
