Group Historian. The Group Historian is a member of the Archives Committee that coordinates the efforts of 
the  group history volunteers of this subcommittee to collect, assemble and preserve each groupôs unique stories. They 
go out to groups and acquire date facts, anecdotes, and talk to members one-on-one to get the ñrealò story of the group.  
This can be be a fascinating experience. They may work with the Archivist to assemble a display for a special event for 
a group. They maintain a group display board in the Archives Room and update4 the Group Notebook.
